Do not connect this unit to same electrical outlet that is being
used by an electrical appliance that is controlled by an inverter
(such as a refrigerator, washing machine, microwave oven, or
air conditioner), or that contains a motor.

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Sounding a Count to Keep Your Timing Accurate

If you're playing along with a song, you can sound a count to make it easier to synchronize your own
playing with the song. A “count-in” is a count that is sounded before the song begins to play. A “count-
down” is a count that is sounded at the end of the song’s introduction (before you begin playing the

keyboard).

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Adjusting the Volume Balance Between the Song and Keyboard

You can adjust the volume balance between the song that's playing and your performance on the
keyboard.

If you're performing along with the playback of a song, lowering the volume of the song will make it
easier for you to hear your own keyboard performance.

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Silencing a Song’s Melody and Playing it Yourself (Mute)

You can play back an internal song or music data with the melody part silenced.

This allows you to play the melody yourself while listening to the song.

In the case of a music CD and an audio/MP3 format song, the [MUTE/CENTER CANCEL]
button will turn the Center Cancel function on/off.

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Decreasing the Melody Volume of a Song (Guide)

You can play a internal song or SMF music file with the volume of the melody part lowered.

Until you've learned the melody, it may be helpful to listen to the melody at a lower volume and use
it as a guide for your own playing.
Once you've learned the melody, use Mute function (p. 99) to silence the melody while you play.

DTl The Guide function won’t work with a music CD and an audio/MP3 format song.

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You can connect a microphone to the MIC jack and use the RK-300 for karaoke or for singing along
with your own playing. Since the RK-300 has two MIC jacks, you can connect two microphones
simultaneously for a duet.

You can also apply echo to the sound of the microphone, and add effects (vocal effects) for additional
enjoyment.

Connecting a Microphone

Microphones

1. Connect your microphone to a MIC jack.

If you're using only one microphone, you may connect it to either of the two MIC jacks.

2. Ifyour microphone is connected to the MIC 1/GTR jack, press the [INPUT]
button to turn off its illumination.

Cautions when Using a Microphone

+ Be careful of the volume late at night or early in the morning.

+ Lower the volume before you connect a microphone to the RK-300. If the volume is raised when
you connect a microphone, noise may be output from the speakers.

Howling could be produced depending on the location of microphones relative to speakers.
This can be remedied by:

+ Changing the orientation of the microphone(s).

+ Relocating microphone(s) at a greater distance from speakers.

+ Lowering volume levels.

Adding Harmony to Match the Song

When you sing along with a song that has the “ mﬁﬁﬂ " indication by its title, such as the internal
songs or VIMA TUNES (CD-ROMs produced for VIMA), you can use the “Vocal Harmony” function,
which uses the chord data included in the song to automatically generate harmony that is suitable for
the song.

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Changing the Song to a Key that’s Comfortable for Singing

The “Key Control” function lets you play back a song at a different key. This is convenient when you're
singing along with the song, since you can shift the playback to a key that's comfortable for the range
of your voice.

You can also use this function to transpose the pitch of your playing without changing your fingering
on the keyboard. For example, if the song is in a difficult key with numerous sharps (# ) or flats (b ),
you can transpose to a key that's easier for you to play.

You can control the key of not only an internal song or SMF music files, but also the sound from a
music CD, portable audio player, or DVD player. This is convenient when you/re singing along with a
music CD.

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Enjoying Karaoke with a Music CD (CENTER CANCEL)

You can minimize the vocal sounds of a commercially available music CD, and sing the vocal part
yourself. This is a convenient way to enjoy karaoke or practice soloing with a favorite music CD.

You can also minimize the vocal sounds of a song from a DVD or a portable audio player.

Photos of your vacation or family can be viewed as a slide show on a big-screen television or other
external display connected to the VIMA. Simply connect your digital camera to the RK-300 using a USB
cable, and you're ready to enjoy a slide show.

. Zoom/pan the images of a slide show

In addition to simply switching the images in a slide show, you can zoom or pan the images for even
more enjoyment.

. Perform with a background video from a DVD player p.124

You can connect your DVD player, display the DVD video on a television or an external display
connected to the RK-300, and listen to the music or narration from the RK-300's speakers. You can also
cancel the sound of the DVD and perform to the background of the DVD video.

Enjoy powerful sound and big-screen playback from your portable
audio/video player

By connecting your portable audio/video player to the RK-300, you can enjoy powerful sound from
the RK-300's speakers and big-screen playback from a television or an external display connected to
the RK-300. You can also decrease the melody from the portable audio player connected to the RK-
300 and sing along yourself.

. Use the “ANIME” effect to add movement to images

You can use the “ANIME” effect to add movement to the images in synchronization with the timing at
which you play the keys, or in synchronization with the song that’s playing.

This can enhance the visual impact when you're performing along with a song or along with a slide
show or DVD.

. Enjoy the piano roll screen

The RK-300 provides a piano roll screen, which reproduces the mechanism of a player piano.

If you play back a song while viewing the classic-type piano roll screen, the keys in the screen will
move automatically, and the notes will be shown in the player piano image on the screen. You can
enjoy the music not just with your ears but with your eyes also.

MEMO

+ If the video function is off, the “screen saver” will operate when five minutes elapses without any
operation being performed. This prevents the occurrence of “burn-in” on a connected external
display or television screen.
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Playing Photos Automatically (Slide Show)

What is a slide show?

Slide Show is a function that displays photos in succession. You can have the photos switch
automatically at the time interval you specify, somewhat like watching a movie.

You can specify how the transition will occur between images (photos) in the slide show.

For details, refer to “Selecting the Type of Slide Show (Type)” (p. 181).

Enjoying a Slide Show Along with Internal Songs or VIMA TUNES

You can watch a slide show while listening to one of the RK-300's internal songs or VIMA TUNES (CD-
ROMs produced for VIMA).

The RK-300’s internal songs provide slide show images that are appropriate for each song.

This means that when you play back an internal song, a slide show suitable for that song can be
automatically shown on the external display or television. Songs on VIMA TUNES (CD-ROMs produced
for VIMA) also provide slide show images suitable for each song, making it easy for you to enjoy a slide
show without having to provide your own photos.

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Selecting the Type of Photo Used for the Slide Show (Picture Category)

The slide show images built into the RK-300 are organized into several “categories” according to the
depicted object or the atmosphere of the image.

The internal songs and VIMA TUNES (CD-ROMs produced for VIMA) songs specify slide show images
that are suitable for the mood of that song, but you can also switch categories to enjoy slide shows
that are different than usual.
